IThere has recently developed a genuine desire on the part of many of

our citizens to have suitable coasting places designated, where the coast-
ers will be fairly safe from injury. After consulting with Chairman
Duthie of the street committee and Chief of Police Ricketts, I would-
suggest the following: .

That coasting will be permitted on streets where traffic is light and
where danger of accidnt is minimized to the limit. It is still necessary
to ~rohibit coasting on the principal paved streets of the cty, as the sport
cannot be made safe. On College hill, I would suggest such streets as
Indiana street north; B street north frbm California street; C stre~t
north from Colorado street; Colorado street east from Thatuna street.
I am not so familiar with the good coasting places on the other hills of
the town, but I am sure that good places can be found that are not used
as principal highways. Ordinarily this would mean no coasting on the
pavements. In case of doubt, consult your councilman from that par-
ticular district.

By special arrangement, Campus avenue will be open to all for coast-
ing from 7 to 8 p. m. on week nights and 7 to 10 p. m. on Friday and
Saturday nights. During these hours the street will be ,closed to other
traffic and carefully patroled by the military department. It is the de-
sire of the council that all have an opportunity to enjoy winter sports
to the greatest possible extent. but they must insist for the safety of the
coasters that the principal paved streets be not used for this purpose. It
is understood also that the city cannot make street coasting absolutely
safe, and is not responsible for accidents that may possibly occur.
