the second game to the Webfeet by a
one-sided score, 35 to 21.

The Cougars' hit their stride from
the start, jumping into a nine-point
lead before Oregon counted on a free
throw.

Buckley dropped in a field goal for
the Cougars' first score, giving them
a lead which they retained forthe re-
lilainder of the game. Field goals by
Holsten, Hein, McLarney and Van
Tuyl followed, giving the Cougars a
seven-point margin at half ·time.

Orllogon played· listless ball during
the first part of tho::..game, but on the
entry of little tou~e-haired Keenan,
who replaced Horner at guard, the
game took on a different color.
