RENO, May 6 -Discovery of
figuring declared to be undefinable
Aztec ,on a rock wall of a cavern in
Eastern Nevada, near the Lehman
caves national reserve, was announc-
ed by Dr. B, F. ~happelle, University
of Nevada archaeologist yesterday.
The find was described by Dr. Schap-
pelle as one of the most important of
its kind.
