Being the 
third war year graduation it was 
also President E . O. Holland's .last 
commencement, since he plans. to 
retire later this year. 

Three hundred and eighty-four 
were recipients of degrees and cer­
tificates with three students earn­
ing the Ph. D, seven honorary de­
grees of doctors of law, one a pro­
fessional degree, twenty-four mas­
ter's, fifty-five five-year degrees 
and two hundred seventy four-year 
degrees. 

Fift y-nine graduates were cited 
for exceptional· scholarship. Thirty­
six were granted honors, six high 
honors and seventeen earned ·high­
est honors.
